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A ‘Memorandum of Understanding

between
Clean Air Fund

and

Sofia Municipality

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets
for the terms and understanding between the Clean
Air Fund and the Sofia Municipality (Sofia) to
create Breathe Sofia —an ambitious project to fight
air pollution in Sofia.

Background

Air pollution is one of the biggest threats to public
health today.

The results of the assessment of the main sources
of pollution show that the main source of the
exceedances of fine dust particles is domestic
heating (about 60%), followed by wind
resuspension of dust particles (from “mud
patches", strects and sidewalks, unforested areas in
the outskirts of Sofia, etc. - over 30%). The next
most impertant source of pollution is the
movement of cars (11%).

Sofia is among the cities in Europe with a high
number of own vehicles - 662 per 1000 inhabitants,
and a large number of them are second-hand and
more polluting.

A metropolitan municipality is determined to work
for clean air and improve the well-being of iis
residents.

The main goal of the current Comprehensive
Program for improving the quality of atmospheric
air in the territory of the Metropolitan Municipality
for the period 2021-2026 is to achieve the norms
for the quality of atmospheric air in the shortest
possible time, in accordance with European and
national legislation and to come close to those

The measures are both sectoral (domestic heating,
area sources, transport, construction and industry)
and horizontal — information and communication
measures.

One of the main measures is aimed at the
introduction of Low-Emission Zones (LEZ) for
vehicles and household heating, as well as the
replacement of polluting and low-efficiency stoves
with new, high-efficiency and low-emission ones.

Clean Air Fund, an international philanthropic
organization with a goal to provide clean air for all,
is committed to working with its partners and
supporting initiatives to significantly improve air
quality in Sofia.

Purpose

This MOU will create a partnership between Clean
Air Fund and Sofia to deliver an ambitious Breathe
Sofia  project, supported by Bloomberg
Philanthropies, with the following aims:

. ntroduction of a low emissions zone for
transport in phases, starting {from 2022/2023:

e Introduction of low emissions zone for
domestic heating starting from 2025;

e building strong public support for ambitious
air quality interventions;

e preparation of a road map for the [uture
strategic enlargement of the LEZ for transport
and for domestic heating to cover the territory
of the whole city;

s upgrade the Sofia's
comprehensive data.

During the Breathe Sofia project further analysis
regarding the air pollution reduction potential will
be performed to assess the city’s ability to fully
align with WHO air quality guidelines by 2035
(PM2.5 of 5 pug/m3).

The above goals will be accomplished by
undertaking the following activities (this is an
initial list to be further developed during the
partnership):

e Supporting air quality policies, specifically on
emissions from household heating and
transport supporting the deployment of a Low
Emission Zone and enforcing the ban on coal
household heating;

e Creating a comprehensive source of air quality
information for Sofia policymakers and
citizens;

This could include a word-class open data
portal to build evidence for ambitious air
quality interventions;

e Providing technical support on how to collect,
analyze, share and use air quality data for
decision making and raising awareness;

e Providing support for the city's sensor network
and data visualization platform:

e Facilitating international best practices sharing
on air quality regulatory frameworks;

e Building public support for ambitious air
quality policies, catalyzing efforts of the city,
the non-profit sectors and specialized
PR/comms agencies (this could include an
educational campaign).

The activities will be undertaken by partner
organizations, selected jointly by CAF and the city
of Sofia, and (co)funded by CAF.

Reporting

Within the partnership to deliver Breathe Sofia, we
will set targets for specific project and
interventions, and measure our success against
those.
